Depending on your ability you will probably not ride in the first lesson, due to time constraints. A horse husbandry lesson is needed prior to beginning an in the saddle riding lesson. This enables me to assess your ability and help keep you safe around horses. The time for ground or riding lessons begins when your instructor is involved. Assisting you with haltering and saddling your lesson horse is part of your lesson time frame. Once you have learned to get the lesson horse out of the stall, lead, and tack up on your own safely, I will meet you in the arena where we will begin the lesson by checking tack and outlining the riding lesson. I request parents be involved with the first few lessons and accompany your child during the leading and tacking up process.
In future lessons, when students are proficient at tacking their horse, the entire lesson time allotment is to be spent riding. It is important that you have your horse tacked up and warmed up prior to your scheduled time. I will always check tack prior to your lesson. 24 hour cancellation notice is appreciated or a $10 missed lesson fee will be charged.
